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PrairieWood Gorporate Park

Mass grading for floodplain boundary adjustment and pond creation is underway

Grading equipment on-site for PrairielWood
Corporate Park. Floodplain/pond work has begun.

Development of PrairicWood Corporate
Park took another step forward during
the month of October. On October 1,
the Village Board approved azoning map
amendment for the new Corporate Park
which will be located south of Highway
165, west of [-94 in the Village of Pleasant
Prairie. On the same date, an agreement
for construction related services and
a contract for grading at the site were
approved. A mass grading permit was
issued to the developer the following

day. Preliminary site and operational
plans for mass grading were approved
on September 24. Mass grading for a
ﬂoodplain boundary adjustment and the
creation of retention ponds at the site is
currently underway.

Planning for development west of 194
dates back several years. Groundwork
that has been previously laid
encourage  corporate interest in the
arca includes: the establishment of a
Tax Increment Financing District to
help fund growth and development
(1999); the acquisition of land formerly
occupied by two adult book stores, a
military muscum, and an RV dealership
(2003); the installation of dark fiber to
accommodate high-speed internet and
digital media services (2005); and the
construction of public improvements in
the area such as sanitary sewer and water

mains (2007).

Recently, the PrairieWood site was
purchased by CenterPoint Properties,

a company with a corporate ofhice in
Oakbrook, llinois and regional ofhce
in Milwaukee. Jockey International also
owns a portion of the land in PrairieWood
and has considered plans to relocate its
corporate  headquarters to the sice. A
remaining portion of the land is owned
by the Pleasant Prairic  Community
Development Authority:

As  mass grading for the floodplain
boundary adjustment continues, ongoing
planning and evaluation s being conducted
for the site. PrairieWoods approximate
value upon full development is expected to
exceed $100 million dollars. The number
and type of potential jobs created will
depend upon the type of development that

eventually occurs within the project area.

Planning Gontinues for
Village Green Genter

Community Based Café Meetings Will be Held to Facilitate Planning

As part of fostering a sense of identity for
the Village of Pleasant Prairie, planning
began in 1994 for a “downtown” style
center for the Village that would become
a destination location. The project was
given the name Village Green Center. It
was noted, at that time, that additional
growth in the residential community
would need to occur in order to
accommodate a retail-based community
center.

Since that time, residential growth in the
Village has flourished, and the decision
was recently made to resume planning
for a Village Green Center. The Center
is proposed to be built on land north
of Highway 165 and southwest of the
intersection at Springbrook Road and
39th Avenue, near the Pleasant Prairie
Post Office. Three planning workshops
(Cafés) have been scheduled to discuss
Village Green Center.

During the first workshop, those working
on the project will interview residents,
property owners and other stakeholders in
the immediate area. The Developers will
work with the Village Green Technical
Advisory Committee to develop a
description of existing conditions in
the area. They will gain feedback from
neighboring property owners and other
Village residents as to their vision for the
Center. This step will be accomplished

through a Caf¢ style meeting, similar to

the village-wide Café meeting that was
held this past summer.

The second workshop will involve the
development of concepts that will address
the issues and opportunities relating to
the location of the Center. During this
step, those working on the project will
also identify a visual preference for the
architectural style of the Center. This step
will be accomplished through a second
Café style meeting with the Technical
Advisory Committee, residents and other
interested parties.

The desired outcome and final step will
be to prepare a Neighborhood Plan
amendment and another, more detailed,
design guideline document regarding the
character and identity that the Center
will portray. The outcome generated at
this stage will be reviewed during a third
Café style meeting, when the Developers
will describe the Plan with related details
and will answer questions and concerns
from the community. After these steps
are complete, the Technical Advisory
Committee, Village Plan Commissionand
Village Board will review the documents.
The first Village Green Center Café is
scheduled for November 15 at 5:45pm.

Works Department took fourth place

Dennis
Kammerzelt and Leonard Jensen
competed, on behalf of the Village
of Pleasant Prairie, against 70 other
participating teams in a full day of
written tests, pre-trip inspections and
snowplow driving. The event was held
on September 19, 2007 at Wisconsin’s
own Lambeau Field in Green Bay.

Streets and Parks Superintendent,
John Steinbrink Jr., explained that
operating a plow is a difficult and often
times dangerous job during Wisconsin
winters. Visibility is often very limited,
and plows are very large pieces of
machinery. This is why Village staff
train during the year and compete in
these events.

The Village of Pleasant Prairie
operates 15 plows, two front-end
loaders, and three pick-up trucks to
clear snow from 121 centerline miles
of road throughout Pleasant Prairie.
The Village extends its congratulations
to Dennis Kammerzelt and Leonard
Jensen for a job well done.

Pleasant Prairie Listed In

1-94 North-South Corridor Update

Plans proceed for public improvements at Highway C and I-94

In January of 2006 the Wisconsin Department
of Transportation (WisDOT) began looking
at reconstruction alternatives for the 1-94
North-South Corridor in order to address
safety and traffic issues related to the age and
dcsign of the corridor between Milwaukee and
Kenosha. In addition to reconstructing parts
of the freeway, WisDOT will reconstruct six
intcrchangcs in Kenosha County. One of the
six is located at County Highway C (Wilmot

Road) in Pleasant Prairie.

Some of the major components of the
WisDOT pians for reconstructing the
intcrchange at Highway Cinclude:

. Acquiring land dircctly adjacent to the
Interstate near the Highway C Interchange
and rclocating the businesses currcntly
operating there;

+ Extending the on-ramps and frontage roads
away from the Interstate to accommodate
stormwater management facilities;

« Raising the profile of both Highway C and
[-94 and instailing detention basins to
prevent ﬂooding from the Des Plaines River;

. Working with the Viliagc to install an
on-street bike/ pcdcstrian trail a]ong the

south side of Highway C.

Prcliminary engineering pians are cxpcctcd to
be compictcd yet this year, and WisDOT has
alrcady started acquiring the land adjaccnt to
the intcrchangc. Interstate and intcrchangc
construction in Kenosha County is cxpcctcd
to hcgin in 2009 and run through 2012. The
entire 194 North-South Corridor project
between Kenosha and Milwaukee is scheduled
to be completed by the fall of 2017,

Updates made at the Highway C Intcrchangc
and throughout the North-South Corridor
will help accommodate increased  trafhe
through Wisconsin between Chicago and
Milwaukee.

In Pleasant Prairie specifically, better access will
be established to accommodate commercial
dcveiopmcnt planned for the west side of the
Interstate. In addition, improvements made
at the intcrchangc will address current issues
with ﬂooding during times of hcavy rainfall
More information regarding the WisDOT
plans for the 94 North-South Corridor are
available online ar www.dot.wisconsin.gov/
projects/d2/i94/.
